Meeting called to order by Chairperson Ryan at 6 p.m.  Pizza and soft drinks had been available prior to the 

meeting. 

 

Chair Ryan introduced Steve Appleton who offers Kool Kids programs.  He has organized programs for GCC and 

Brockport with large turnouts at those colleges.  He started the business 10 years ago which has developed into his 

offering differing packages.  Kool Kids is a series of programs offering a cross section of events including juggling, 

wild life, storytellers.    Program activities encourage children and adults to essentially play together, for example 

to “slime” together.  It’s high energy and a lot of fun for all ages.  He’s also presently doing an ECO fest which 

ends in April.  People are invited to bring their old computers and/or electronic equipment.  He offers several 

similar service programs. 

 

Advertising.  He funds the costs of flyers sent to schools, sending around 11,000.  Flyers are also handed out at 

school events; email lists are compiled.  His website is also used market the program. 

 

Tickets.  Usually the Kool Kids branded events are free and are scheduled over a term of weeks, as many as ten.  

He gets sponsor funding.  Sponsor names are printed on flyers.  Each receive  a shout out of gratitude during 

events.  Usually the standalone events are also free; however, an admission charge might be worked out should the 

circumstances be appropriate. 

 

Individual Events.  He discussed the WOWEE WILDLIFE event saying it may be appropriate inasmuch as people 

during Victorian era enjoyed being entertained by exotic animals.  The WOWEE offers many exotic animals 

including tigers, primates, snakes etc.  Attendees would not be able to touch the animals. HWA could also book 

Tiny Clover, a native American storyteller.  Both events would last an hour and the cost would be around $1,000 

plus travel expense.  Tiny’s stories are historically accurate as well as highly entertaining.  He could reserve the 

date for Saturday, July 19, now and wait for confirmation at a later date. 

 

Other Individual Events.  He also discussed other speakers/storytellers including Harriet Tubman, Frederick 

Douglas, Mary Jemison and bands.   

 

VENDORS -  Trisha.  Unable to attend but reported ten reservations. 

 

HOME TOURS -  Dave.  New addition, Gordon Lynk’s House on Liberty Street.  Another Liberty Street home 

owner gave a “no.”  He has four at this point.  Hugh TenHagen will check on Prebyterian Church Manse.  

Confirmed are Burling; Fuest; Parker.  Limit house to five. 

 Notes:  Castile is having bicentennial and will have home tour same day as HWA tour. 

MAIN STREET TOUR -  George.  N.Y. S. Humanities Council awarded HWA $2,500 primarily for the five 

walking tours. Grant will cover costs of printing booklets, $500 towards advertising festival, $300 office supplies; 

ten actors and producer. 

 

DVD -  Main Street Fundraiser.  Kevin Carlson reported he will not be able to complete a second version for 

2008.  The 2007 DVD will remain available for selling at the festival. 

 

FIRE DEPARTMENT -  Premo.  Not available, however, Premo reports the F.D. is ready to do its display of 

memorabilia on Saturday. 

 

HORSE/WAGON TOUR -  Denise & Mark.  Mark Milcareck added to committee.  More research is needed to 

map route.  Mark suggested a tour of the Monument Circle Historic District.  It could begin at Cook’s law office 

parking area and proceed East on East Court Street, turning left onto Park and traveling on Park up to the old 

Railroad Depot.   The wagons could easily turn at the depot parking area. Concerns raised included congestion 
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around Cook’s law office with vendors in the street and possible difficulty of wagon drivers safely braking down the 

steep grade from the Depot. 

 

COSTUMES -  Joyce, Bonnie, Nancy.  Nancy Spencer has agreed to assist.  An inventory of skirts and blouses 

is needed.  Committee needs to meet to get acquainted. 

 

PUBLICITY/ADS/SIGNAGE -  Becky.  Discussed at “A Day at the Mill” event. Tables were auctioned off when 

Knitting Mill closed.  Suggested advertisement asking people to bring tables for display and tour.  Also do a 

display of Button Factory workers, tools etc.  Ads will be placed by April 1, 2008.  Suggested addition of fiber arts 

display. 

 

BANNERS -  Paul.  Presented two drawings of banners with HWA events logo for placement on light poles.  

Becky will see if Chamber interested in sponsoring purchase.  Banners could be used each year with the date 

attached separately below the banner. 

 

HWA Marketing.  Additional comments were made about the effectiveness of distributing student drawings on 

grocery bags for the “Woman in the Box” play.  Suggestions to have raffle and begin collecting email addresses 

were made. 

 

SANDWICH BOARD SIGNS.  Suggestion that HWA pay kids $25 to wear sandwich signs. 

 

WYOMING COUNTY TOURIST PROMOTION AGENCY.  Discussed 2007 tv commercial questioning its 

effectiveness.  Need to find better way to market festival; need volunteers;  need costumed people to distribute 

flyers at County events including Castile’s Bicentennial. 

 

RESTAURANTS-PERIOD FOOD.  Letters sent requesting participation and menus.  Notified owners that 

Village gave permission to put tables outside.   

 

MERCHANTS – CONTESTS. Scavenger, window decorating, floats.  Need to ask for donations, gift certificates.  

Something about sponsor.

 Meeting Location: Discussion of meeting locations resulted in a consensus decision that 

future meetings would be held at the Gates House on the third Tuesday of each Month. 

 Exception: Next meeting date: Nov. 20, 2007 at 6 p.m. at Gates House 

 

 Advertising: Judi volunteer to place monthly ads in the Warsaw Pennysaver and the 

Community Calendars. 

 

 New Chairman/Facilitator.  George mentioned she would like to turn over her role as 

facilitator to a new person with new energies.  She asked for volunteers.  Becky Ryan 

expressed interest and after discussion, she was elected by consensus.   

  Duties: Run meetings and organize the framework of activities, volunteers, actors 

and followup on tasks assumed by such individuals. 

 

 Civil War Encampment.  Mr. and Mrs. Fisher fielded questions about the possibility of 

various outfits camping at several possible locations including Zeches’ property on West Buffalo 

Street.

and that actors and activities be on both days.  The suggestion came from a few visitors who 

were not able to attend on Saturday.  Another suggestion was to omit the Friday night Spirits 

Alive event at the cemetery.   

 

 Other suggestions: 
•  Have a parade on Saturday morning to kick off festival, including buggies, 

fire department, actors and volunteers 

•  Have more street strollers on Main Street 

•  Have more characters in “Spirits Alive” 

•  Have Montage in the garden area of the United Church

•  Saturday events: have beard, cake decoration, window contests, 

  twins and horseshoe contests

•  Sunday House Tour - Have actors perform at the homes. 

 

 Masonic Temple/Grange.   Discussion of the Mason’s having ice cream and chicken 

barbeque was discussed.  Trish mentioned she had met with the Masons asking that they work 

with the HWA committee.  More communication needs to had with the Masons.
